Spacers- Why use them?                                                                                                                   

It is recommended that anyone, of any age using 
an asthma puffer should use it in conjunction with a 
spacer, particularly, children of all ages and during 
an acute asthma attack. Spacers deliver more    
medication to the lungs and minimise the side     
e f f e c t s  o f  a s t h m a  m e d i c a t i o n s .                                                                                                                                    
Using a spacer with your asthma puffer-                                                                                             
Is significantly more effective than a puffer on its 
own  
Acts as a chamber, holding the medication so it can 
be breathed into the lungs, rather than being fired 
into the back of the throat from the aerosol canister 
Less medication is deposited in the mouth and 
throat 
Requires less coordination - you don't have to 
worry about pressing the puffer and breathing in at 
exactly the same time 
Is approximately 3 times more effective at        
delivering medication into the small airways of the 
lungs, where the medication is required, than using 
a puffer alone 
Reduces irritation and side effects (such as thrush 
and hoarseness of voice) associated with preventer 
medications
